Raffles Ducati 1198s

It will 
be delivered and registered anywhere in Australia or New Zealand by N.F. Importers, the Ducati 
importers for Australia & N.Z.  “All the winner needs to do is ride it away” said Warren Lee, CEO of 
NFI “I am just glad we can do something to help.   

“If the timing is right, we might even get Troy Bayliss to autograph it too!” said Warren. 

There will be only 1500, tickets at a price of $100 each, allowing the raffle proceeds to raise some
